Applicants must limit presentations
to 5 minutes. The Mayor may impose other time constraints at his discretion, depending on other
prevailing factors. Speakers will be notified by the Mayor Pro Tem when their time has expired.

The Council reserves the right to retire into executive session concerning any of the items listed on this
Agenda, whenever it is considered necessary and legally justified under the Open Meetings Act.
